· Additional support documentation (optional – 3 page maximum)

· You may nominate this person in other award categories, but separate forms must be submitted for each category.  

· Nominations will not be accepted for nominees who have won this award for this particular action, activity and/or initiative in the past three years, or if the activity that is being nominated occurred more than three years ago.
· You will be contacted to acknowledge that your nomination package has been received.

Judging Process:
· An independent selection committee will make recommendations to Capturing Opportunities.  To assist the committee:
· Make sure your nomination package is clear, complete and concise,
· Be specific and concrete in describing your nominee according to the award criteria

Finalist Recognition
